Looking down upon the city of 
Butte and the adjacent mining country 
stands the Montana School of Mines.

In the thick of the mining and oil 
drilling industries of that region, the 
school has come to be the place "where 
theory and practice meet” . From the 
mines on one hand and the classroom 
on the other, the Mines students ab­
sorb the im portant facts and relations 
essential to successful participation in 
the mining industry.

From a small institution opened in 
1900, the school has developed into 
a strong training ground for Mining 
Engineers, Metallurgists, and Geolo­
gists. The enabling act of Congress, 
which admitted Montana as a state to 
the union in 1889, provided 100,000 
acres of land for a School o f Mines. 
Sales o f this land have created an in­
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vested endowment of $605,000 from 
which income only can be used. This 
income together with rentals and legis­
lative appropriations provide the school 
with some $120,000 annually.

A steady growth has followed since 
1900 and now the state of Montana 
has nearly one million dollars invested 
in its School of Mines. Main Hall, 
Engineering Hall, Mill Building, Met­
allurgy Building, and Gymnasium 
comprise the group of buildings now 
found on the campus and another

major addition to this number is con­
templated.

Enrollment has steadily increased as 
additional facilities have become avail­
able. The student body has grown 
from seventy-five at the time of the 
world war to two hundred sixty at 
the present time w ith the trend still 
strongly upward. This number is 
more significant when it is remem­
bered tha t the school grants degrees 
only in Mining, Geology, and Metal­
lurgy. Today, the Montana School of
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Mines holds a strong position in its 
field and provides thorough instruc­
tion and abundant equipment for its 
students.

In  1919 Alpha Theta fraternity  had 
its beginnings in the Anderson Carlisle
Techniical Society, so named in honor
of tWio former students who lost their
lives in  the W orld W ar. Th is society
contiirued its functions un til 1927
when it was reorganized into  a pro-
fessioiial fraternity. In 1930 the or-
iginal name was dropped. and the
Greek letters Alpha T heta adopted.

For many years this group has been 
scholastically a n d  politically t h e  
strongest on the campus.

Finding tha t its ideals and objects 
were essentially those of Theta Tau 
and desiring the benefits inherent in 
membership in a strong national fra ­
ternity, a petition was drawn up and 
submitted to the Executive Council 
of T heta Tau in November, 1931. 
A fter thorough investigation, the Ex­
ecutive Council reported favorably up­
on the petition, and the T enth Bi­
ennial Convention authorized the in-
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stallation of Alpha Thcta as Psi Chap­
ter o f Theta Tau.

O n May 7, 1932, the following men 
installed Psi Chapter and initiated 
twenty-eight members of Alpha T heta: 
Erich J. Schrader, Alpha '05, Acting 
Grand Regent; T . C. Adams, Lambda 
’21, Acting G r a n d  Vice-Regent; 
George B. McLeese, Lambda ’24, A ct­
ing Grand Scribe; Edward S. Mc- 
Glone, Gamma ’23, Acting Grand 
Treasurer; Oscar O. Dingman, Zeta 
’IS, Acting Grand Marshal; William 
Marshall, Lambda '32, and D. B. Mc- 
Gilvra, Alpha ’17, Acting Grand In­
ner Guards; J. Donald Forrester, 
Lambda '28, and Hale M. Strock, 
Gamma ’22, Acting Grand O uter

Purdue University continues to hold 
its rank as the largest engineering 
school in America, according to the 
recent report on land grant colleges 
and universities for the year ending 
June 30. The report is issued by the 
U . S. Department o f the Interior.

Ohio State University ranks second 
in size and Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology third. The enrollment 
figures in the report show Purdue with 
an engineering enrollment of 2,839, 
Ohio State with 2,05 8, and M. I. T. 
w ith 1,890. Purdue offers courses in 
four branches of engineering as com­
pared with six branches in each of the 
other schools mentioned.

FACULTY ADVISERS FOR 
FRATERNITIES

Alumni in general probably do not 
realize the extent of the "resident ad­
viser” plan now in effect among the

Greek-Ietter fraternity  houses at Illi­
nois. Certain it  is tha t most alumni 
seem surprised when told tha t there 
are now 24 chapter houses w ith "resi­
dent advisers”  or "praeceptors”  or 
"tutorial advisers” as they are various­
ly called. The movement, which be­
gan at the University of Iowa four 
years ago, started a t Illinois in 1928 
when Delta Tau Delta installed an 
adviser, Joseph Rogers, ’30 B. L. S.,

The resident adviser, who is usually 
a bachelor faculty member or graduate 
student (not necessarily a member of 
the fraternity  he advises) lives in a 
suite o f rooms in the house and is 
available for sonsultation, advice, and 
tutoring. Some advisers act also as 
general house managers, supervising 
the budget and finances in general. 
This latter function is especially im­
portant in these days of depression 
when fraternities must w atch their 
expenses w ith special care.

W HILE Dakota was still a terri­
tory, The South Dakota State 
School of Mines was estab­

lished by the Territorial Legislature 
on March 7, 1885.

The School was located in Rapid 
C ity , due to its proximity to  the min­
ing districts and the mountainous re­
gion known as the Black Hills— with 
the idea foremost that assaying of ores, 
analyzing of samples, metallurgical 
experimentation and geological and 
mineralogica! surveying should be car­
ried on.

The first building was completed in 
1886 and instruction began on Feb­
ruary 17, 1887. AU of the depart­
ments as well as a small museum, do­
nated by Professor Gilbert E. Bailey, 
were housed in this first building 
which was 37 by 56 feet and three 
stories high. In June, 1887, however, 
preparations were made for the erec­
tion of a second building which was 
to  house the Mining and Metallurgical 
departments. This was completed in 
1888.

The enabling act providing for the 
division of Dakota T erritory and ad­
m itting South Dakota and N orth  Da­
kota to Statehood in 1889, gave to  the 
School o f Mines 40,000 acres o f South 
Dakota lands. These lands, in the 
earlier years showed a revenue of 
little  importance. They now furnish 
considerable sums for the work of the

institution, bu t the chief income is 
provided through biennial appropria­
tions by the State Legislature.

W ith the coming of Statehood there 
was an increase in mining activity 
throughout the Black Hills. This 
stimulated the enrollment of the school 
bu t the students were interested 
principally in short courses centering 
around assaying and surveying and for 
a period of ten years there were no 
graduates.

In 1898 a greater interest was taken 
in the School o f Mines and enrollment 
increased. A t this time there were 
three courses given, i. e., Mining En­
gineering, Civil Engineering, a n d  
General Science, w ith most o f the 
men enrolled in General Science. 
A t the same time, the school was 
carrying on a Geological Survey 
of the Black Hills and also doing 
quite a little topographic mapping 
of the surrounding country. A n­
other type of field work was started 
about this time, tha t of fossil collec­
ting. Parties of students w ent into 
the Big Badlands each summer (the 
chief collecting grounds) and very 
soon the museum had grown to a 
worthwhile size.

In 1901 the third building was 
erected. Into this were transferred 
the museum, the library, and the 
chemistry and mathematics depart­
ments. The school now consisted of
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three buildings and about fifteen acres

In 1911, a magazine known as The 
Pahasapa Quarterly was established 
and continued until 1923 when its 
name was changed to The Black Hills 
Engineer which still continues to be 
published each quarter. This was the 
realization of an effort which had be­
gun in 1899 with the bringing forth 
o f the Aiirum , a magazine which 
lasted but three years.

In  October, 1912 a large "M ”, in 
size 67 by 112 feet, was placed on 
Cowboy Hill which faces the campus. 
Originally built o f whitewashed sand­
stone, the stones are gradually being 
replaced with sections of concrete put 
in by each graduating class.

From 1912 to 1918 the School of 
Mines enjoyed a gradual increase in 
attendance and in September, 1918, 
b o a s t e d  50 engineering students. 
Shortly after the entrance of the 
United States into the W orld W ar, 
the School of Mines became a train­
ing school for men from South Da­
kota. The subjects generally taught 
during this period were mining prac­
tice and radio. This school continued 
until about June, 1919, and during

the period trained approximately 1000

In 1922 the Engineering Building 
was added to  the School o f Mines. 
This became the fourth in the group 
and made possible the establishment 
of the Electrical Engineering D epart­
m ent. I t ,also gave better accom­
modations to  the Department of Civil 
Engineering and to the Department 
o f H igher Mathematics.

In 1923 a new heating and water 
distribution system w a s  installed, 
which added greatly to the value of 
the property which besides the four 
buildings now comprised 25 acres of

Expansions now followed in rapid 
succession. Enrollment had increased 
to  180 in 1923, new equipment was 
being added to all o f the laboratories, 
im portant field work was being done 
in regard to the study of the paleon­
tology, geology, and minerals of the 
region, and an extensive Black Hills 
Herberium was established.

In 1928 a new Gymnasium-Audi- 
torium was added to  the campus. This 
gave the needed stimulus to the De­
partm ent of Athletics, and since its 
completion the building has been one 
of the most useful additions to  the 
school. The school is a member of 
the South Dakota Intercollegiate A th­
letic Conference w ith teams in foot­
ball, basketball and track. In 1931, 
a flood lighting system was added to 
the football field, and later during the 
same year preparations were made for 
the building of a quarter mile track 
and football stadium joining the

The School of Mines has, without 
doubt, made its greatest progress dur­
ing the last ten years. The campus 
includes some 100 acres and the pres-
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ent enrollment is about 400. Total 
value of all grounds, buildings, equip­
ment and endowment lands is approxi­
mately $1,250,000. The school now 
offers courses in Chemical Engineer­
ing, Civil Engineering, Mining En­
gineering, Metallurgical Engineering 
and Mining Engineering— Geological 
Option.

The Phi Alpha Lambda Fraternity 
was organized a t the South Dakota 
State School o f Mines in 1920, with 
the distinction of being the first fra­
ternal organization of the school. It 
came into being as a result of the 
feeling on the part of several young 
men for the need of fraternal fellow­
ship a t the school. The expressed aims 
o f the organization were to create a 
spirit o f fellowship and common in­
terest among the students; to help in 
all ways college and fraternity  bro­
thers; and to form a social center for 
the members and their friends.

Because Phi Alpha Lambda was the 
first fraternity  a t the school, it natur­
ally had to face a great deal o f opposi­
tion during its early existence on the 
campus. Most o f this opposition 
could be traced to ignorance as to the 
aims and purposes of a fraternity. 
However, as the fraternity  grew in 
size and spirit, its influence also in­
creased favorably, so much tha t it 
soon came to have the whole-hearted 
support of the president and faculty

Arm our Institute, in keeping with 
its development plans, reported in The 
Bent in April, has established fifth 
year courses in chemical and civil en­
gineering. The department o f archi­
tecture has been offering courses lead­
ing to  the degree of M. S. for several 
years. Graduate work in the two de­
partm ents noted will be offered in the 
fall, for the first time.

of the school, and the good will of 
the student body.

In 1924, rooms were rented a t 409 
Kansas C ity Street, for the out-of- 
town members of the fraternity. This 
practice has been followed since that 
time, and at present the fraternity 
maintains a large house a t 1117 St. 
Joe Street where most o f the out- 
of-town members stay and where a 
dining room is maintained. The house 
and dining room are both under the 
supervision of the house manager.

Although Phi Alpha Lambda was 
organized as a general fraternity, it 
was a t the same time an engineering 
fraternity, since the School of Mines 
is entirely an engineering college. The 
group, therefore, in November, 1931, 
presented a formal petition to Thcta 
Tau for a charter, which was granted 
at the 10th Biennial Convention in 
Fayetteville, Arkansas.

Phi Alpha Lambda was installed as 
Omega Chapter on March 26, 1932, 
by Erich J. Schrader who was assisted 
by C. O. Anderson, Alpha ’31, Leo 
J . Aschenbrenner, Omicron ’31, and 
Ralph I. Claascn, Omicron ‘31. The 
Banquet address given by Brother 
Schrader will be found elsewhere in 
T h e  G ear. Thirty-tw o men were in­
itiated at the time of the installation 
and a strong chapter a t Rapid City

According to the "Unicorn” of 
Theta Xi, the Oregon State Board of 
Higher Education has unanimously 
adopted the report of its curriculum 
committee which recommended the 
unification of the University o f Ore­
gon, Oregon State College, and three 
normal schools, under a centralized 
administration. A saving estimated 
a t two million dollars will be accom­
plished w ithin the next two years.

'TTt H E college fraternity  is a frater- 
Il nity whether it consists of engin­

eering students, of medical stu­
dents, or of college students from any 
and all courses of study.” *

When it consists of students from 
all departments it  is a general or a 
social-academic fraternity. When it 
restricts membership to students of 
one or several closely related courses 
of study, it is a professional or de­
partmental fraternity. If  it confers 
membership because of scholastic ex­
cellency as a chief requisite, it is an 
honor society. In addition to  these 
accepted divisions there are a lot of 
national and local so-called honorary 
societies which are an example of that 
useless over-organization which is a 
detriment to college life in general.

Theta Tau is a professional fra ter­
nity  and restricts membership to  en­
gineering, bu t including geology be­
cause of its close connection with the

policies, in teachings and principles, 
the professional fraternity  stands sec­
ond to none. Its membership is usual­
ly more mature and its methods of 
selection depend on real fundamentals 
o f character and ability”, so that the 
group approaches the ideals of true 
fraternities which can justify their ex­
istence by their usefulness to the 
members.

"The professional fraternity  offers 
serious and lasting benefits to its mem­
bers in that the contacts made pos­
sible are generally in line with the 
serious endeavors o f its members and 
at the same time the fraternity  should 
fully satisfy their social needs.” * The 
professional fraternity  member is pro­
vided w ith a means of introduction 
to  many in his profession. I f  the 
fraternity  maintains a high standard, 
the mere fact of membership is a rec­
ommendation. Numerous incidents in 
T heta Tau can be recited where mem­
bership was a decisive factor in bring­
ing advancement to alumni and em­
ployment to recent graduates, which 
they would not otherwise have ob-

A Fraternity, however, must have 
more than just a professional aspect 
to hold its members. There must be 
something more than a policy of good 
scholarship as proof of professional in-
teresi: and as evidence of latent cn-
gineering ability. There m ust be a

ual factor in whit:h the members
have faith. There miust be an ideal
that is rooted in the hearts o f the
members which they can apply in
their daily intercourse \vith each other,
and ■whereby they can measure up to
those finer things in life tha t really
coun t, and which will entitle them to
be called MEN.
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O ur Constitution says that the pur­
pose of Theta Tau is to develop anc 
maintain a high standard of profes­
sional interest among its members and 
to  unite them in a stron,g bond of 
fraternal fellowship. All through the 
initiation you were told that Fraternal 
Friendship is the greatest light in 
Theta T au and that the principles of 
the Fraternity are advocated to  make 
you worthy of such friendships.

Theta Tau should have chapters of 
more than average scholarship, it 
should stimulate a search for profes­
sional efficiency in its members, and it 
should inculcate the principles of ethi­
cal conduct in professional practice. 
It has been said tha t "professional 
ethics is a system of principles and 
rules concerning moral obligations and 
a regard for the rights o f others.” O f 
course a professional fraternity  should 
teach such things.

T o  be sure, any technical society 
could advocate these practical and 
worthy objects, but a fraternity  has 
the task of developing the character 
and ideals of its members. I t searches 
much deeper into the hearts and minds 
of men. I t seeks to limit membership 
to  those who can be worthy of it.

I f  a candidate can measure up to 
the purely professional requirements, 
our next step should be to  search his 
record and see if  he is of tha t con­
genial type of man who will act as a 
brother should. Membership should 
not be given for trivial reasons. Our 
chapters should be beyond the young­
est adolescent period of life. Campus 
stars, athletic heroes, those whose chief 
aim in life is to coach or sell bonds on 
their scoring ability, have no place in 
a professional fraternity. We must 
look to the personal and potential pro­

fessional qualifications of candidates 
and then we must emphasize the fra­
ternal bond again and again, and 
realize that the whole basis of our 
Order is a close union of the mem­
bers, a union that is to be enduring.

We must treat our Pledges as men, 
not as servants. We must accept them 
as being on probation but as equals, 
and we must so prepare them that to 
be a Theta Tau will be their dearest 
wish. Paddling, humiliating horse­
play, brutal hazing, have brought the 
entire fraternity  system into disrepute. 
O ur Constitution prohibits such ac­
tions. They destroy, and they do 
N O T  build a true friendship among 
MEN.

Professional fraternities sometimes 
face certain dangers.
First

There is a tendency to imitate the 
purely social atmosphere of the general 
fraternities and thus become simply 
campus clubs serving only social needs 
and having no professional standards. 
A professional fraternity  should be 
more than a college boarding house 
fo r social striving. " It  should be an 
influence for the fostering of intel­
lectual interest and achievement, and 
it should foster the kind of sociability 
which is contributive to fine personal 
power, and not destructive to  it. 
Social training has its place in Theta 
Tau. Good manners and neat dress 
are an asset to the engineer. The 
Fraternity should teach their import­
ance. They enable the young engineer 
to mingle w ith his equals and superiors 
w ithout embarrassment.
Second

W ith certain professional activities 
there may be a tendency to  make a 
chapter assume the status of a lecture
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bureau. A fraternity is in its nature 
a selected body of men. I t should 
not attem pt to sponsor speakers or 
professional programs for an entire 
student body except in a limited way, 
and thus usurp functions which right­
fully belong to the student profes­
sional societies to which any student 
is eligible. Neither should a fraternity 
assume duties that the professional
faculty is too lazy to  perform.

Such ai scheme destroys the frater-
nity ideai. We have certain profes-
sional ac:tivities that are traditional
in Theta Tau, but they are for our
members and pledges and are to train
them to stand on their feet and dis-
cuss professional and other matters
with case and confidence. They arc 
to develop the power o f criticism and 
analysis of the thoughts of others, and 
they arc to be exercised in the privacy 
of the chapter room, among a group 
of sympathetic listeners, so tha t the 
embarrassment of the novice will give 
place to  the assurance of habit.

When a chapter of Theta T au has 
an "open” meeting it should act as 
host. The meeting should be for in­
vited guests and pledges, bu t most of 
the meetings should be closed, and a t­
tendance should be one of the benefits 
and rewards of membership. If  any­
one can come to a Theta Tau educa­
tional meeting, one incentive for an 
ambitious and desirable student to be 
a member and serve the Fraternity is 
removed by the Fraternity itself. 
Chapters of Theta Tau must cooperate 
with the faculty and college authorities 
but they should not accept burdens 
or assume privileges which are by 
right the duties of other organizations, 
to which they as individuals may be­
long, and which they as individuals 
should support.

Third
There is a tendency to assume that 

professional fraternities are only up ­
per-class honorary societies or semi- 
honorary groups and not real fra ter­
nities in any fundamental way.

The members of the Professional In- 
terfraternity  Conference, of which we 
were one of the founders, are not 
honorary fraternities. In fact, we join 
with many others in feeling that most 
o f these so-called honorary societies 
could be abolished with profit to 
everyone, including their own mem­
bers. If the scholarship is high, they 
are merely an imitation of Phi Beta 
Kappa and other recognized scholastic 
honor societies. If  it is a so-called 
"activities” fraternity, it usually has 
no merit whatever and after gradua­
tion the pin or key is packed away 
w ith other childish toys so tha t not 
even the owner can find it  again, for 
when you take the insignia away, what 
can the owner say he received from 
such an order? T heta T au does not 
w ant its members to be mere pin 
wearers. They should have more than 
just a social or collateral interest in 
each other and in the Fraternity. They 
are to feel themselves members of a 
great engineering fraternity  of definite 
object which is entitled to the ac­
tive support and interest o f every 
member. Who among us wants to say 
of Theta T au that when the badge is 
taken away there is nothing left? Sure­
ly, though the badge be gone, we ought 
to have left a rich memory of associa­
tions through our student days, of 
friendships that had their beginning 
in this Fraternity, and which neither 
time nor misfortune can destroy. To 
us the traditions and principles, as 
well as the practices of Theta T au1 
should be living ideals that we can

apply in every day life and take pride 
in the fac t that they are not entrusted 
to  everyone.

The best professional fraternities 
advocate the maintaining of some sort 
o f a chapter headquarters which will 
be a concrete habitation in which fra­
ternal contacts can be fostered and to 
which alumni can return to revive 
them. This contributes to an atmos­
phere of being together where men 
are working to a common end, 
bringing ou t in relief all those 
qualities which make a professional 
fraternity  w orth while. Great changes 
are taking place in the college world. 
We may possibly see a future time 
when no fraternity  will live and serve 
meals in its own house, and where 
such houses will be used only for 
meeting places. In fact, this condi­
tion already exists at some colleges. 
Moreover, i t  is obvious that the local 
conditions a t many schools may be 
such that a house where men may live 
is impractical, if not forbidden. Chap­
ters may exist at engineering schools 
where the student body is small, or 
where almost everyone belongs to 
some long established chapter of an 
academic fraternity. In such a college 
a professional fraternity  should plan 
to build some sort o f a small hall, or

which is theirs alone, and where 
alumni can always find them.

The financial problems arising in a 
fraternity  are in themselves a favor­
able training. I t is obvious tha t the 
right minded and decent student will 
pay his debts. I can asure you tha t a 
man's credit has much influence on 
his professional progress. Engineers 
who fail to meet their just obligations 
are received w ith a reserved judgment 
which is a handicap in all their busi­

ness intercourse. Anyone can meet 
with misfortune but there is an honor­
able and frank way to meet such 
situations w ith credit and the true 
f raternity  will not fail to help its 
loyal members.

"A ctive life in the Fraternity is but 
a period of apprenticeship and final 
control over traditions and adminis­
tration is a prime responsibility of the 
alumnus.”  The active chapter builds 
the foundation because it selects the 
future members. The alumni build 
the superstructure because in the 
larger world of engineering it  is the 
reputation of the alumni which makes 
the reputation of the Fraternity.

The chief purpose of engineering 
education is to enable a man to earn 
a living. His contribution to science 
and to  his country is a result of his 
professional activity. O ur Fraternity 
should teach the engineering student 
"how to enrich his mental and moral 
life, to be more of a man, to be a 
real person, and not simply a cog in 
the machine of industry or the pro­
fession, Including the teaching pro­
fession. Self-expression, affection, help­
fulness, understanding, sharing joys 
as well as sorrows, all these are instinc­
tive and human emotions” . They lift 
the human being to a higher plane 
than just physical existence.

I t  is not the fine houses a frater­
n ity  may have, it  is not in numbers, 
it is not in the prominence of the 
alumni, but it is in the fraternal bond, 
its teachings and practices, its unself­
ish and enduring friendships, by 
which you must measure its usefulness 
to the members. The foundation of 
this chapter rests w ith you, and may 
your successors have always before 
them a vision of that true Theta Tau1
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of which they, as well as we, should 
be the builders and protectors.

Finally, my Brothers, let me assure 
you that until and unless "you place 
yourselves in the position to  be o f ac­
tive benefit to it, both as a student 
and as an alumnus, the Fraternity can 
never justify itself to you, because you

will not deserve anything from it. 
The whole o f life is like that."

A roll of industrious, o f faithful 
and happy chapters, a prosperous, 
honorable and loyal alumni, that is a 
Fraternity in fact as well as name.

My Brothers, that is the T heta Tau 
we hope and strive for.

Brother H ubert G. Hall was bom 
in Centerville, Utah, but moved with 
his parents to Mexico City, Mexico, in 
1896, and there he spent his boyhood 
days attending German, French, and 
Spanish grammar a n d  commercial 
schools. In 1912, when the revolu­
tion was very bad, and many Ameri­
cans were leaving Mexico, Brother 
Hall returned to the United States 
and settled in Salt Lake City.

A fter completing his high school 
work he entered the University of 
Utah in 1914, and in 1918 received 
the degree of B. S. in Civil Engineer­
ing. H e became a member o f the 
U-Tech Club while at the University, 
and when tha t local received its char­
ter from Theta Tau in 1920, he was 
among the alumni initiated on April

30, 1920, being No. 3 5 on the Lambda 
chapter-roll.

In 1917 he was married to Almeda 
M. Eardley. Surviving him are his 
widow, a daughter, Betty Virginia; 
two sons, Robert H . and Richard W .; 
his mother, Mrs. Lulu R. Hall of 
Kingman, Arizona; a brother, Carlos 
C. Hall, American Vice-Consul at 
Valparaiso, Chile; and two sisters, 
Mrs. Chas. P. Elmer of Kingman, Ari­
zona, and Mrs. Geo. O ’H ara, of San 
Francisco, California.

During the year 1918-1919, Brother 
Hall served as engineer for the Salt 
Lake C ity Engineering Department. 
In 1921 he joined the staff o f Cald­
well & Richards of Salt Lake City, 
and in tha t same year became a mem­
ber of tha t firm and remained with
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them until his death. During the 
years he was w ith the firm he handled 
the design, supervision and construe -

takings especially hydro-electric power 
plants and mine surveys in Utah, 
Idaho, Arizona and other western 
states. He was highly thought of by 
the profession as an exceptionally able 
and dependable engineer. His part­
ner, E. Z. Richards, Lambda ’05, told 
me one could have no idea how much 
they missed him in their organization 
after he became ill.

In addition to all o f his other ac­
tivities, he became interested in Boy 
Scout work and for six years was 
Scoutmaster with Troup 36 and Troup 
C-36. The National Scout Council 
recently awarded him the Scoutmas­
ter’s Key, one of the highest honors 
they can bestow.

In 1923 I began to hear of his great 
interest in all Theta T au activities, 
particularly the alumni association and 
its meetings. In 1925 and 1926 Broth­
er Hall served as Secretary of the 
Intermountain Alumni Association 
and he soon had a large number of 
alumni regularly paying dues, and he 
conducted an extensive correspondence 
w ith them. Later he served a year as 
President of the Intermountain Alumni 
Association, and even after retiring 
from tha t office, he retained an active 
interest and did much of the routine 
work. His office became the head­
quarters fo r all Theta Tau alumni 
visiting Salt Lake C ity, and since the 
young engineers employed by his firm 
were all members of the Fraternity, 
one could always find a Theta Tau 
there. He had a particular interest 
in the employment problem and num ­
berless alumni and recent graduates 
were helped by him.

to the olfice of Grand O uter Guard 
and in 1931 he was elected Grand 
V'ice-Regent. In  May 1931, I at-
tended the spring banquet of Lambda
chapter in Salt Lake C ity and Brother
Hall was then looking forward to a t­
tending hi)i first national Convention,
bu t fate iritcrvened. H e was a large
and robust man w ith whom one would
never associate sickness. Burned brown
as an Indian from his outdoor life, 
he looked particularly well, I thought.
He complained somewhat of asthma
and apparently this was the first symp­
tom of the fatal disease tha t caused
his death. In October 1931 I re­
ceived a let ter from his office saying
that he was seriously ill and had had
a bad hemoi■rage while scirveying near
Park City, Utah. He was removed
to the U. S. Veteran’s hospital at
Hines, IUinc>is.

I called cin him at Hi nes on April
12 and found him cheerful but show­
ing the effects of his long illness. To 
part cheerfully from him in the cer­
tain knowledge that we would never 
meet again in this life, was a bitter 
trial. Brother H . H . Hopkins, Beta 
’07, and Brother R. W. Van Velkin- 
burg, Omicron ’25, had taken turns 
in visiting him every few days. Bro­
ther Hopkins visited him on June 7 
and found him very sick but he roused 
himself enough to  greet Brother Hop­
kins. H e passed away at 5:15 p. m. 
on June 8, 1932. H e was buried in 
Salt Lake City on June 12. A large 
number of Theta Tau actives and 
alumni attended the ceremonies and a 
committee consisting of Dr. Dorsey 
Lyons, Hon. N u, Dr. T . C. Adams, 
Lambda '21, and Geo. B. McLeese1 
Lambda ’24, represented the Executive
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H ubert Hall was a fine Theta Tau 
and a real friend. He exemplified in 
his own life all those ideals of loyalty, 
manly character, and friendship, that 
our Fraternity endeavors to inculcate 
in its members.

A m brose Jo seph  M a n d e l, Theta '16

Ambrose J. Mandel, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Edward Mandel, was born in 
New York C ity on February 8, 189S.

In 1914, he was graduated from 
Columbia College (B. S .), and in 
1916, he was graduated from Col­
umbia School of Mines (Met. E .) . He 
represented Columbia on its intercol­
legiate chess team in the tournament 
against H arvard, Princeton, and Yale 
in 1914 and again in 1915. His ability 
along this line is indicated by the fact 
that he won all his games.

A fter graduating from the School 
of Mines, he became chemist for the 
Cananea Copper Co., but soon went 
to  the Electrical Alloy Co., Morris­
town, N . J., as an engineer, and later 
to Arizona as chemist for the Iron 
Cap Copper Co. As a metallurgist. 
Brother Mandel served w ith the fol­
lowing concerns: Green Mines, Mex­
ico; New Jersey Alloys Co., New 
Jersey; Standard Alloys Co., New 
Jersey; and H ardite Metals Co., New 
York. In 1921, he returned to the 
Electrical Alloy Co. and was living 
at Forest Hills, L. I., at the time of 
his death on June 28, 1931.

However, Brother Mandel devoted 
himself principally to  research work

and became a consultant metallurgist. 
H e had taken out letters patent for 
the following inventions: I. Alloys in­
tended for castings suitable for use at 
a high temperature, the alloys offer­
ing a very great resistance to  oxida­
tion at high temperature; 2. Elec­
trode and contact element— this in ­
vention relates to electrode and con­
tact elements which are subject to 
electric arcs, such as the contact ele­
ments of tim ing devices and the elec­
trodes of spark plugs; 3. Methods of 
Making Porous Objects— this inven­
tion relates to  a method of making 
porous products, such porous products 
being useful for various purposes such 
as for filtering materials and as heat 
insulating materials. A t the time of 
his death, he had filed applications 
for the following patents which are 
still pending: I. A hard alloy to be 
used for rhaking cutting tools; 2. A 
filament for vacuum tubes; 3. An 
alloy suitable for electron discharge 
devices, the application dealing with 
the alloy and w ith the method of pro­
ducing the alloy.
